Book Club Questions – Blue
1. The rainy weather that pervades Blue as Blue Jeans affects many of the characters. How do your reactions to excess rain correspond to (or differ from) those of the people of Martinsville?

2. Fran Stewart chooses to introduce specific social concern issues in each of her Biscuit McKee Mysteries—bipolar disorder through the character of Glaze, suicide prevention and spousal abuse in Green as a Garden Hose, and the long-term effects of childhood sexual abuse in Blue as Blue Jeans. If you had a good friend who, like Biscuit, had failed to protect her sister at a young age, how would you counsel her as she tried to come to grips with her feelings of guilt? 
3. The abuse that Easton experienced as a child led her to live a life without boundaries, since her own had been violated so consistently during her formative years. Can we use a book such as Blue as Blue Jeans to shed light on the irritating actions of some of our own friends or acquaintances who might have gone through similar trauma? 

4. Sam returns to Martinsville, hoping somehow to pick up the long-ignored relationship with Bob. In your experience, does it work when people try to reconnect with former friends, when they have no connection other than what they forged when they were young?

5. If you’ve read the entire Biscuit McKee Mystery Series so far, what was your reaction to the character of Elizabeth Hoskins as developed in this fourth book in the series, considering how much she has changed now that we know more about her?
6. What is your opinion of the tap dance classes, both as a literary device to further the plot and as a reflection of the ways in which women process information, share feelings, and support each other? How do you meet those needs in your own life?
